Usage of pronominal suffix in the Sindhi Poetry of Sachal Sarmast

The features of Sindhi language, syntax and grammar are
unique, which makes Sindhi language more vivid and clear in at-
taining a dignified place in modern languages of the world .

The sole aim and objective of this article is to explore the
usage of pronominal suffixes in Sindhi poetry of Sachal Sarmast ,
a well known scholar, a man of letters and a master of classical
poetry. The study of his poetry highlights, the use of above men-
tioned aspect of Sindhi language. It depicts Sindhi society on a
truly panoramic scale.

As pronominal suffixes, only a word / letter, beautifully
clarifies the meaning and.real essence of the whole sentence,
which is a rare quality of Sindhi language and literature. The us-
age of pronominal suffixes is a peculiarity of Sindhi language
which has existed from time immemorial in its original and an-
cient phonological and syntactic structure.
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“The use of these suffixes constitutes quite a peculiar fea-
tures of Sindhi language and distinguishes very advantageously
from all the kindred idioms of India — which are destitute of pro-
nominal suffixes.” (8)
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“It is.a fact that Sindhi has borrowed plenty of words and
phrases, etc-from Persian language but Sindhi language has not
borrowed phonetic, phonological the peculiarities of pronominal
suffixes and those causal verbs from Persian language .These pe-
culiarities, as a matter of fact, are its aboriginal peculiarities
which have been retained by Sindhi language from time immemo-

rial in its original and ancient phonological and syntactical struc-
ture.
In this connection further tells that, the main grammatical

similarities between Sindhi and Persian language is the use of
pronominal suffixes. Sindhi language contain the system of pro-
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nominal suffixes used with nouns, perfective transitive and in-
transitives borrowed or indigenous verbal forms and post posi-
tions , but in Persian language, the pronominal suffixes are added
to nouns and verbs only, not with prepositions . It is also to be
noted that the system of affection of pronominal suffixes with
verbs is not the same between Sindhi and Persian language.”(14).
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
