Ayaz
is poet of person and person’s wishes, willing, desires, joys, pain
and pathos. He keeps humanistic approach in all angles. Ayaz is
the preacher of humanity and love with human being. He is of the
views; that the most important creation in this world is "human be-
ing" and love with human being is the super-valued aspect of hu-
manity. For Ayaz; prominent writer and thinker Siraj
writes, ‘There is another aspect of Shaikh Ayaz which is equally
important and that is the social and philosophical content of his
poetry. He was a thorough bred radical humanist, a socialist in the
Fabian tradition and a nationalist in the tradition of all great an-
tagonists of imperialism and colonialism.’

In this research article, it has been tried to excavate the hu-
manism from the poetry of Sheikh Ayaz. We have come to know
that "humanism’ is the central theme of Ayaz’s poetry. He never
forgets the human being living on other than the soil of Sindh.
Apart from nationalism his poetry is the voice of humanity. No
doubt Sheikh Ayaz was the great poet of Sindhi language whose
poetry is document of humanism.
